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A teen age, destitute girl was
raped and left of the road. She
tried to commit suicide and
was then called 'a mad girl'.
Her heart cried out, "Who

will hear me?" EHCM was
informed by concerned
Christian believers. The
EHCM'S team rushed to the
spot and picked her up with
love and care. Then she opened
up with tears and shared all that
had happened to her.

EHCM stands with the community and its
development in Mumbai. Extreme difference is
noticed between rich and poor. EHCM struggled for
the water facilities in Turbhe slums. Töday there are
10 drinking water lines for every 20 houses in groups.

Health hygiene seminars are held for the women &
children three times in a vear.
